You 
can also protect against threats by deploying cloud 
security across your SD-WAN fabric. In today’s hybrid 
work environment, a SASE solution should account for 
all these security functions, giving enterprises the agility 
to provide security no matter where users, applications 
and data reside. Find a cloud security leader whose 
services integrate seamlessly with your network.

For long-term SASE success, Gartner recommends 
reducing vendors as you integrate and consolidate 
networking and security services in the cloud. In doing 
so, you’ll reduce complexity and streamline virtually 
every aspect of your networking and security processes. 
The first key is to find a SASE architecture solution 
that delivers all of the core SASE components in an 
integrated fashion and provides transversal visibility. The 
second key is to work with an integration partner that 
has extensive experience in designing, implementing 
and operating this vendor’s SASE solution.

SD‑WAN is a critical building block of any SASE 
solution, allowing you to manage application flows and 
assign security for each. But keep in mind that there 
are measurable performance and visibility benefits to 
having a single vendor manage both your SD-WAN 
and your underlay connectivity. Look for a single 
partner with both broad-based SD-WAN experience as 
well as operational expertise with global connectivity 
solutions across MPLS, Internet, remote access, 5G, 
private LTE, SD-LAN and Wi-Fi options.
